A COUNCIL BILL

TO APPROVE the funds and budget from the United States Department of Health and Human Services for
Connecting Kids to Coverage.

WHEREAS, the Choctaw Nation has been awarded a grant by the United States Department of Health and Human
Services for budget period July 1, 2017 to June 30, 2018 in the amount of $199,092 to reduce the number of children
who are eligible for Medicaid and the Children's Health Insurance Program (CHIP) but are not enrolled, and improve
retention of eligible children who are currently enrolled,; and

WHEREAS, the total federal budget is $199,092 with no required match; and

WHEREAS, funds for the Connecting Kids to Coverage from the United States Department of Health and Human
Services will assist the Choctaw Nation in providing specialized education, outreach, and enrollment assistance
resulting in Medicaid and CHIP enrollment.

THEREFORE BE IT ENACTED by the Tribal Council of the Choctaw Nation of Oklahoma that this Bill be cited
as approval to accept and approve the funds and budget from the United States Department of Health and Human
Services for Connecting Kids to Coverage.
