2025 CONTEST RULES AND REGULATIONS

<+ Contest is open to any enrolled citizen of a federally recognized tribe of all ages.

< Each contestant must submit an application with Wheelock Academy Historic Site and be accepted by April 17,
2025. A staff member will call or email you acceptance information.

<+ Check-in of contestants will begin at 1:00pm and will end at 2:00pm on April 26th. No check-ins will be
accepted after 2:00pm.

< All registered contestants will be judged together with no age categories.

< Each registered contestant must prepare 3 pieces of frybread for judging purposes. Frybread must be made
solely by the contestant. Containers will be provided for the frybread to be delivered to the judges.

< Only plain flour frybread entries! No other flavor or toppings on entries will be allowed.

<+ Contestants must provide samples from 3pm - 4pm for audience judging/voting. Sample size is at the discretion
of the contestant but be prepared to serve at least 75-100 people. People’s Choice prize will be awarded to
the individual collecting the most votes in this category.

< Judges for this event will be chosen by the Wheelock Staff.

<+ The contestant’s entries will be given a random number at the time of judging.

< The judging will be based on a point system in the following categories: 1 being the worst and 5 being the best.
Size Score 1-5

Color Score 1-5

Fluffiness/Rise Score 1-5

Softness/Hardness Score 1-5
Taste - Sweet/Bland Score 1-5
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Tie-Breaker Score 1-10 (Overall Satisfaction/Appearance)

In the event of a tie, the Overall Satisfaction score will be used
from the contestant’s score that is tied to determine the winner.

<+ The contest will have 1st and 2nd place winners as well as a People’s Choice winner (prizes to be determined
and announced prior to event date). All contestants and winners will receive recognition on Wheelock’s
Facebook page.

< People’s Choice prize will be awarded by audience voting/judging.
< Any dispute shall be resolved solely by the event coordinators and their decisions shall be final.
